Application is open to any student who fulfills the 
eligibility requirements. Students must:

•	Be a declared major in dance, double-major in 
dance, or pursuing a dance certificate program

•	Have completed six or more units of Dance at 
MiraCosta College with a 3.0 or greater GPA

•	Submit a personal statement essay

•	Present a letter of recommendation from a 
MiraCosta College dance instructor

Legacy Award
Available to students who have completed their 
Associates of Arts (AA) Degree in Dance at  
MiraCosta College.

Visionary Award
Available to students who have attained the 
MiraCosta College Dance Instructor Certificate.

Outstanding Choreographer
Available to student choreographers, and voted on 
by dance concert faculty and students.

Leadership Scholarship Award
Available to students who are nominated by 
faculty to recognize a demonstration of exemplary 
and commendable conduct within the dance 
department.

Financial Assistance Award 
Available in various amounts, at the request of 
faculty, on behalf of exemplary students requiring 
dance related financial assistance. Applications 
are reviewed and approved by the Friends of Dance 
Scholarship Committee.
