Poetry: 1000-word limit, single spaced.

Spoken word: poets must submit a file of a written version of their piece abidingby the
poetry guideline above and may choose to include a link to a YouTubevideo (under 5
minutes) of a performance of that same piece.

Fiction: 1800-word limit, double-spaced.

Creative non-fiction and essays: 1800-word limit, double-spaced.
Comic strips and graphic novels/memoirs: 5-10 panels maximum.
