WHEN TO APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID
Federal Aid

Students must complete a FAFSA every year. The first day to file
a FAFSA for the upcoming school year is October 1.

California State Aid

Undocumented students must complete a CADAA every year.
The first day to file a CADAA for the upcoming school year is
October 1.

Students should complete a FAFSA or CADAA and submit Grade
Point Average (GPA) Verification to the California Student Aid
Commission prior to March 2 each year to meet the Cal Grant
deadline.
