








Criteria for Selection

The recipient of the Kathleen Fisher Memorial Scholarship shall be any full- or part-time
post secondary student, including technical schools and community colleges, majoring in
Horticulture, Plant Science or Journalism, with an interest in garden communications.

General scholarship recipient(s) shall be a college or university junior or senior enrolled in the
Spring Term 2010 as a full-time student majoring in Horticulture, Plant Science or Journalism,
with an interest in garden communication, including garden photography.

Applicants must submit a minimum of two written compositions or photographs. Published
works are preferred.

The recipient must plan to complete undergraduate studies in the institution administering the
Garden Writers Association Foundation scholarship.

The recipient must have a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.

The recipient must be a responsible student and citizen. Recipient must be or have been
involved in campus student activities and/or community organizations.
