4. What should I remember when make a video?
· Smile!

· Students appreciate the personal touch 

· Students won’t make fun of your appearance or quality of video (no expectation of perfection - unless you’re teaching a video recoding/production class. But, those instructor would not be at this flex activity)
· Practice what you’re going to say. But, if you can’t remember exactly what you’re going to say, keep your script of the screen close to the camera and you can refer to it if you need to.
· Check your teeth and your nose, then go!

· Email to students as attachment
· Upload to your CMS (Make one folder for all of them or Add videos to appropriate folders that already exist)

· Put in your web space (make webpage for each or one webpage for all). Send students link to webpage of video(s) or put link in your CMS
